NOTES:  Due to ongoing construction and maintenance, some structures may be unavailable for varying periods of time.  Check with Council 

Services well in advance of planning to avoid disappointment. All deposits and fees (even if participant #’s are estimates) must be paid and permit 

approved (if required) two weeks in advance of proposed use.  If permit approval is required, Campmasters may not give permission to use.  The 

Trading Post and the Health Lodge are not available for use other than as part of a council function. Deposit checks will be held at Council 

Services until the usage period is completed and a usage report is returned. The deposit check will then be returned or a charge deducted from it.  If 

a charge is levied, the deposit will be processed through the Council bank and the difference will be issued in a refund according to the usual 

Council procedures (generally on the 15

th

 or 31

st

 of the month). 
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
